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1) Background 

 Civic Education and Community Declaration was one of the programs 

undertaken by Community Action Center Nepal (CAC-N) with the technical and 

financial support of Forum for Women Law and Development (FWLD). 

Bhaktapur, the implementing district of this project is the smallest district among 

the 75 districts of the country. This district is surrounded by Kathmandu, 

Lalitupur and Kavre districts. The literacy rate in this district is 51 percent. 

Among Tamang, Newar, Chhetries, Brahmans and other Dalits residing in this 

district the Newar holds the majority of 56 percent of the total population. This 

district has 2 municipalities and 16 VDCs'. 

  The project aimed to educate the marginalized community people of 

Bhaktapur district on the concept of the Constitution and Constitution making 

process and collecting their valuable suggestions for the constitution and   

Handover the District declaration prepared from the 20 community declarations 

collected from various program site. This project attempted to empower and 

strengthen the marginalized group of society namely women, dalit and janajati  

through education and collecting their suggestions and issues for the constitution 

making process. 

It focused on the inclusion of Dalit , Janajati and women's groups as such 

groups can significantly contribute to the new constitution making with their 

valuable suggestions and demands.  
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2) Title of the Training 

Civic Education and Community Decleration 

3) Objectives  

After the Constitution Assembly Election was held, in a country like 
Nepal where many people are still uneducated, the constitution making with the 
direct involvement of Nepali people with their valuable suggestions is also a  big 
challenge for the entire nation and the existing government.  

As aforementioned the literacy rate of the Bhaktapur district is 51 percent. 
It was essential that the awareness program took serious steps towards the 
success of making the district decleration from the 20 community declerations.  

This project focused on collecting issues of marginalized communities of 
bhaktapur district to raise their issues for the constitution making.  

 It emphasized the awareness about constitution and its limitations, constitution 
making process, inclusion of issues and suggestions of all the castes, ethnic 
groups and religions, viz. Marginalized community  in the Constitution.  Our 
targeted population were general people of Bhaktapur district with the special 
focus on women , dalit and janajati as they are categorized in Marginalized 
community  by the nation, our  aim was to;  

a) Aware about constitution and its importance,   

b) Highlight about the constitution assembly its formation and present 

structure, Highlight the importance of the Constitution Assembly polling. 

c) Introduce about Constitution drafting and passing procedure,  

d) Highlight of major topic of constitution; emphasizing on  nation’s restructure, 

inclusive loktantra, Fundamental rights, role and responsibilities of 

constitutional agencies, 

e) Marginalized community and their rights and issues, 

f)  General description about the limitations of constitution 
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g)  Emphasizing on the role and responsibilities of citizen in the constitution 

making process  

h)  Collect the suggestion, issues and opinion of the marginalized community 

people for the new Constitution. 

i)  Prepare declaration from each community of the program area and make a 

district declaration of Bhaktapur district. 

j)    Hand over the district declaration to the Constituent elected from  Bhaktapur 

district.  

4) Level of Participants 

  The level of participation was diverse. Participants, 18 years and above 

attended the program and few were of the age 16 and 17. Among 1063 

participants’ civic education consisted of 274 males, 789 female, 296 dalits, 569 

janajatis, 122 Brahmins, 74 chhetries, and 2 Madeshi. Whereas among 991 

participants the community declaration consisted of 1 third gender, 243 males, 

747 female, 281 dalits, 512 janajatis, 120 Brahmins, 77 chhetries, and 1 Madeshi. 

The education level of participants was varied, some graduated and some were 

non- graduated and many of them were illiterate. In totality there were 2054 

participants which consisted of 1 third gender, 517 males, 1536 female, 577 dalits, 

1081 janajatis, 242 Brahmins, 151 chhetries, and 3 Madeshi. 

5) Proceedings 

 The program was conducted in a  participatory manner. The workshops were 

conducted using the Constitution Assembly Calendar, Constitution Assembly 

hand books, news cuttings and group work and discussion. However, most of 

the programs were conducted by lecture methods.  
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6. General Description  

  This project was divided into 6 stages. A coordination meeting with 
the key stakeholders of Bhaktapur district was held to identify the areas where 
the program was needed. Prior to the workshop at the local level, the selected 
facilitators attended three days training (in Chundevi, Bhaktapur) on the 
Training of Trainers program. After the TOT program the facilitators’ ran the 
first workshop for civic education and second workshop at community 
declaration  in 20 different local communities of Bhaktapur district. All together 
there were 2054 participants attended where 517(25.17%) were males  
1536(74.78%) were female and 1 (0.049%) third gender. On average there were 52 
participants in each workshop. 

After the compilation of the community declarations district declaration was 
finalized in a district reform agenda meeting. The finalized district declaration 
was handed to the constituent of Bhaktapur district  in the district declaration 
handover meeting. 

Although the main cities are occupied by Newars there are other castes scattered 
all around. Among the participants there were 28.09% Dalit, 52.63% Janajati; 
11.78% Brahmin; 7.35% Chhetri; and 0.15% madeshi.  The whole program 
focused on marginalized and minority women groups. 

The objective of the project was to raise awareness amongst the marginalized 
community and collect their suggestion and their concerns for the new 
constitution. Facilitators conducted the workshop and highlighted about 
constitution and its importance, constitution assembly its formation and present 
structure, constitution drafting and passing procedure, highlight of major topic 
of constitution; nation’s restructure, inclusive loktantra, Fundamental rights, role 
and responsibilities of constitutional agencies, Marginalized community and 
their rights and issues, limitations of constitution, role and responsibilities of 
citizen in the constitution making process in their first meeting and collected the 
the suggestion and their concerns for the new constitution in the second meeting 
at the community level. It was a huge challenge for the facilitators to collect their 
suggestion and group it in the correct form due to the level of participation being 
so diverse and the participants being of very low level. The evaluation of the 
project seemed positive as the participants felt that it is the duty of each and 
every individual to express their needs and take active participation in the 
constitution making process so as to ensure that the public plays the deciding 
role in deciding the future of Nepal.       7) Achievements  
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 The Training of Trainers (TOT) program on "Civic Education and 

Community declaration" was very helpful to get the clear view on  the 

issues related to the Constitution making process and the importance 

of involvement of the general people. In this program the participants 

committed to share their learning in their respective allocated VDC's. 

 The TOT program provided a common platform to all the participants 

from diverse social, cultural, linguistic, geographical backgrounds, 

where they could get a clear vision about the projects concepts and 

processes. 

 The coordination meeting conducted help clear the project goal and 

the objectives to the common stakeholders of Bhaktapur district. After 

the orientation, they not only had a positive response but also, helped 

the facilitator in their overall duties for the Community Declaration 

Program. 

 After the first workshop at the local level the target population were 

aware and enlightened about the constitution and its importance, 

constitution assembly its formation and present structure, constitution 

drafting and passing procedure, highlight of major topic of 

constitution; nation’s restructure, inclusive loktantra, Fundamental 

rights, role and responsibilities of constitutional agencies,. The project 

succeeded in orientating people about Marginalized community and 

their rights and issues, limitations of constitution, role and 

responsibilities of citizen in the constitution making process. 

 The second workshop at the local level provided a common platform 

to express send the voices of the marginalized community to the 

constitution.  
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8) Project Challenges  

 

 As the project was related to Constitution Assembly and Constitution 

Assembly Election, its scope was very wide and broad. To gather a 

large number of people especially the women of VDCs' and educating 

them was very challenging.  The project team worked extremely hard 

to meet the criteria in Bhaktapur districts. 

 To gather same people in second workshop who participated in the 

first workshop at the local level was very challenging. 

 Collecting the suggestion was a very tough task for the facilitators, 

since the local people despite of the orientation about the limitations of 

the constitution; their concerns were limited to daily life schedule eg. A 

women in Tathali requested to make necessary arrangements for her 

husband not to come home late and drunk etc.  

 The level of the participants was very mixed. Thus, to address all 

levels and to meet their expectations was another challenge.  
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9) Lessons learned 

 

Learning is a continuous process. There were always new things to learn in 

every small activity and phases of the project. All the team members learned 

different things. Some of them are as follows:  

 Every community member has the capacity to make positive changes if 

provided with knowledge and skill.  

 During the workshop at the local level the project team learned that it is 

easier to work in cooperation with the local clubs and the groups. 

Networking with other organizations working for the Constitution 

Assembly was also essential to avoid duplication. 

 As this project targeted to handover the district declaration to the 

constituent member, we have experienced that taking appointments with 

them is very hard due to their busy schedule.
